Dear Director Orszag: 

We arc writing to you with regard to the Environmcntal Protection Agency's (EPA) forthcoming 
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for implementation or the updated Renewable Fuels Standard 
(RFS) which was enacled in the Energy Independence and Security Act of2007 (P.L. 110-140). 
For purposes of ensuring certainty in the market, we urge YOlIto complete your review of this 
Noticc or Proposed Rulemaking expeditiously so that it may be published for public comment. 

1\5 you know, Section 211 of the Clean Air Act gives the EPA the responsibility for ensllring that 
gasoline sold in the United States contains a specified aggregate volume of renewable fuel 
mandated by a Renewable Fuel Standard. In the Energy Independence and Security Act 01'2007, 
Congress not only greatly c:-.:panded the RFS. but also explicitly required the EPA 10 include an 
analysis of the affected fuels' "direct 19reenhouse gasl emissions and signi fical11 indirect 
emissions." Congress also strengthened the Clean Air Act Sec. 211(1)(4) waiver process 10 
reCJuire an EPA rulcmaking process subject to public notice and comment in order to ensure that 
any increase in the ethanol blend limit would not "cause or contribute to the failure of any air 
emissions device" and increase air pollution or pose consumer safety risks. These requirements 
renect Congress' understanding that depending on how they arc produced renewable fuels can 
provide environmental benefits, or, in some cases, have adverse environmental impacts. 

It is our understanding that the EPA has proposed a rule for implementation, including a mcthod 
for calculating the cmissions associated with some biofucls as a result of direct and indirect land­
usc changes. The best way to ensure that the EP/\ is lIsing a transparent process and the best 
science and economics, is through the public comment that will follow publication of the 
proposal. 

\Vhile we recognize these new provisions arc bOlh complic<ltcd and consequential. we believe we 
eannol afford further delay. Timeliness and certainty arc critical to putting a workable renewable 
fuels program in place by January 2010 and for investments in second generation technology, 
infrastructure, and production. That is why the timely publ ication or the Notice of Proposed 
Rulemuking is so important. 
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Thank you in advance for moving quickly to address our concerns and allowing EPA's proposed 
rule to go out for public comment.
